The Word 
One or more readings from scripture are proclaimed.  

Isaiah 12:2-6 

12:2 Surely God is my salvation; I will trust, and will not be afraid, for the LORD GOD is 

my strength and my might; he has become my salvation.  With joy you will draw water from 

the wells of salvation. And you will say in that day: Give thanks to the LORD, call on his 

name; make known his deeds among the nations; proclaim that his name is exalted. 

 

Philippians 4:4-7 

4:4 Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, Rejoice. Let your gentleness be known to 

everyone. The Lord is near.  Do not worry about anything, but in everything by prayer and 

supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And the peace of 

God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ 

Jesus. 

Hearing the Word is followed by a time for reflection and meditation. 
 

Gospel Canticle: The Benedictus, the Song of Zachariah is read responsively 
 
 

Blessed are you, Adonai, God of Israel; 

    you have come to your people and set us free.  

You have raised up for us a mighty Savior,  

    born of the house of your servant David.

And you, O child, shall be called the prophet of the Most High, 

for you will go before the Lord to prepare the way, 

to give God's people knowledge of salvation 

by the forgiveness of their sins. 

 

In the tender compassion of our God 

the dawn from on high shall break upon us,  

to shine on those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of death,  

and to guide our feet into the way of peace.
